He told me he will
name his first son Suleiman. Today is a good
day.

Rescued an EMT ambulance unit that was
stuck for more than 4 hours in the snow. They
have been working non stop for 3 days. Real
Heroes. They told me they heard about a man
in a black truck helping people. They hoped I
would pass them by. And I did! Karma! I
Towed them back to their HQ. They treated me
for frostbites in my left foot that I didn’t realize
I had.

He didn’t go home, he stayed on the road, and helped
as many people as he could.
